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Day 1: Adjectives

Materials
adjectives pictures on card-stock

Procedures
Introduction to Greece and the Greeks
1. Assess student knowledge of Greece and the Greeks: 


Where is Greece? Who are the Greeks? What do you know about them, their country, 
their accomplishments? Compare the Greeks to the ancient Romans.

Use an overhead of the ancient Mediterranean to help orient students to the location of Greece vs. the location of Italy.

The Alphabet
2. Show an overhead of ancient Greek writing to give the students a taste of what the alphabet looks like.

3. Teach and practice: 

Write letters on board one at a time.


Students use mini-sandboxes and thick dowel rods to practice writing the letters.


Explain that this is similar to the method actual ancient Greek children used to learn the


alphabet.


Put up overheads of letters; students must say the name and sound out the letter as


quickly as possible.


Sing the appropriate portion of the Greek alphabet song.


Reveal the appropriate letters on the wall.

Adjectives
4. Teach and practice the adjectives, via pictures, orally.


Show students the adjectives pictures. 


Say the appropriate Greek word for each picture.


Have the students repeat after you. 


Go through the pictures again and have the students 
recall the Greek words.


Ask the class to raise their hands if they are the various adjectives.


Go around the class asking one by one, who is adjective ( …)?


Then make it a statement, and have the class repeat.

5. Picture dictation using white paper and markers with adjectives and animals. Hold up stuffed animals, describe them in Greek using the adjectives.
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Day 2: Animals

Materials
animals (stuffed) – goat, cow, horse, pig, cat, frog, bird, dog

dowel rods (thick)

mini-sandboxes (tupperware trays, sand)

Procedures
The Alphabet
1. Teach and practice: 

Put up overheads of letters; students must say the name and sound out the letter as

Animals
2. Teach and practice the animals, via stuffed animals, orally.


Show students the stuffed animals.

Say the appropriate Greek word (plus ) for each stuffed animal.


Have the students repeat after you. 


Go through the stuffed animals again and have the students 
recall the Greek words.


Ask the students what adjectives the animals are (‘ …). Have the class repeat 
the answer.

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Day 3: Verbs

Materials
dowel rods (thick)

mini-sandboxes (tupperware trays, sand)

overheads of letters

sentence practice cards on card-stock

Procedures
The Alphabet

Verbs

Call on the pre-selected students to perform their actions.


Describe the action using the appropriate Greek verb.


Have the students repeat after you. 


Ask the students in ancient Greek what the student is doing. ( name…)


Simon Says game – command students to do the various verb actions. (…)

Sentence Practice
3. Split the students into teams of 2 and give each team a set of sentence practice cards.

4. Say sentences in Greek that consist of three words: adjective, animal, verb.

5. In teams, students form the sentences using the sentence practice cards.
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Day 4: Foods

Materials
