* You are most likely to find art with mythological themes in the Sculpture Galleries on


the Ground Floor, the 16th through 18th century Italian, Spanish, and French paintings on


the Main Floor, the Rotunda on the Main Floor, and the East and West Sculpture Halls on


the Main Floor.
